Our Eco-Council has been hard at work thinking of ways to improve the natural habitats around our school site to support local wildlife.
This term, we’ve started planning the installation of bird boxes in quiet areas around the grounds to encourage nesting and provide safe spaces for birds during the spring and summer months.
We’re also working on building beetle banks — raised mounds of earth and plants that give insects, especially beetles and other helpful bugs, a place to live and thrive. These will help increase biodiversity and give our pupils more chances to spot interesting minibeasts while learning outside.
If you’re interested in getting involved, speak to a member of the Eco-Council or your class rep — everyone is welcome to help us create a greener, wilder Wells Park!

· [bookmark: _n505n7whce6u]Bird boxes provide a safe place to nest, especially for birds like blue tits, great tits, robins, wrens and sparrows.

· [bookmark: _n505n7whce6u]Natural nesting sites are becoming harder to find because of urban development and fewer old trees, so putting up bird boxes helps support bird populations.

· [bookmark: _n505n7whce6u]The best time to put up a bird box is before spring, so birds have time to find them ready for nesting season.

· [bookmark: _n505n7whce6u]Boxes should be placed around 2–4 metres high on a wall, tree or fence — out of reach of predators like cats!

· [bookmark: _n505n7whce6u]Once birds move in, they can lay up to 12 eggs and chicks will hatch in just a couple of weeks.

· [bookmark: _r7sii5q3bwa7]It's important not to disturb the box once it’s in use — birds can abandon their nests if they feel unsafe.

 If something is upsetting you online, step away. Go outside, talk to someone, or do something else for a while.

· Talk to Someone You Trust
