Cause of Concern 
• Ensure the Young People are safe and staff are 

present to support
• Notify a Designated Safeguarding Lead within the 

Welfare Team 
• Record the concern on SIMS/My Concern

       Discussion within School: 
• Ensure the Young People are safe & 

plans are in place to mitigate risk
• Determine if appropriate support is 

already in place and liaise with the 
parents, network or escalation to to 
Social Care is required

• Explore conflict resolution/strategies to 
prevent re-occurance
